The water buffalo is an interesting animal.  The water buffalo is an endangered animal. The water buffalo is found mostly in Asia but is found in India, South and Central America and Australia.  Water buffalos need to be near water and they spend most of their time in the muddy water.  In the wild, water buffalo can be found in wet grasslands, swamps and river valleys with lots of vegetation.


The water buffalo is a huge and powerful animal.  It stands over five feet tall and can grow to 8 feet long. It is dark gray and has off white “socks”.  It has small ears, cloven hooves a narrow face and it has a little tuft of hair on its head.  Its tail can grow to 3 feet long.

The water buffalo is a herbivore. Its diet is mostly grass. The water buffalo spends the day in the water and feeds at night. Without green feed, the water buffalo becomes unhealthy more quickly than other animals on the savannah. 


Groups of water buffalos are called a herd.  Water buffalos can live to be 25 years old.  Females have calves when the females are 4-5 years old.  Most of the calves are born during the rainy season.  After they are born, females stay with the herd but males leave the herd when they are about 4 years old.

The water buffalo is an interesting animal and because it is endangered it is important to help them survive.
